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In Science, building on last term’s studies, we will be learning about ‘Life Cycles’. We will consider the similarities and differences between the life cycle of mammals, amphibians, insects and birds. We will use this knowledge to create a fantastical creature with its own life cycle. We will learn about journeys that some animals make to complete their life cycles and about how some humans support endangered animals. The children will be working scientifically by: 


Using secondary sources of information, 


Carrying out their own investigations 


Reporting and present ﬁndings
