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In Science, we will be learning about rocks and soils. This will include:


identifying different types of rocks


finding out how different rocks are formed


learning about fossils


finding out what is in soil and how different types of soils behave


 





In Music, we will learn about different signals used for communication, including Morse Code and then about musical signals. We will then create lyrics for a verse of a song linked to this.
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In History and Geography, we’ll be studying the 1953 ascent of Everest. (This will include some of the problems faced by climbers and how these are different today.)





In addition to this we will study mountains including how they are formed and significant mountain ranges around the world. We will learn about ordnance survey maps











In RE, our topic for this term asks: “Why do Christians call the day Jesus died ‘Good Friday”?


The children will be looking at the Easter story in depth and thinking about why and how things happened.  





In Computing, we will be producing PowerPoint presentations based on aspects of our topic.








In English, we’ll be:


learning about newspaper articles and writing some about the Everest Expedition


reading recounts of Everest climbers and recounting an adventure of our own


writing poems about Everest











In Art and DT, 


we will be working on drawing faces in proportion and shading skills. This will result in portraits of the 1953 Everest mountaineers


we will also be producing pieces of weaving inspired by the photographs by Derek Eland who was artist-in-residence on Everest in 2016








In Art, we’ll:





Design and create a collage of either a hot or cold country. 


Explore the works of Spanish painters Pablo Picasso and Joan Miro. We will compare their work and will use their work to portray Spain. 


Create sand sculptures.
