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In Science, this term we will investigate materials.  We will explore and learn about:


familiar materials and their properties; 


the variation in states of matter; 


the accidental discovery of Post-it notes; 


which materials can be separated and dissolved and what factors, if any, can affect this; and


reversible and non-reversible changes.  





Through this topic we will continue to develop our scientific enquiry skills by comparing, classifying and sorting; planning enquiries to answer questions; and how to present our findings.








In Music, we will be looking at Jazz Music and trying out Rhythm and Jazz techniques in a Unit called ‘Classroom Jazz’. We’ll be listening to the Bossa Nova and Swing tunes.

















In History, we will be:


Exploring different sources of evidence about the Maya.


Finding out where the Maya lived and about where they fit within an historical timeline.


Researching about their daily life and comparing the lives of slaves/noblemen/farmers.


Exploring Maya religion and the importance of Gods.


Studying the nature and importance of the Temple-pyramids in the Maya community.


Finding out about the Maya writing and number systems.


Discovering what the ancient city of Chichen Itza can tell us about the Mayan people.





Topic Overview:


Who are the Maya?
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In RE, we’ll be studying a Unit called


‘How do Christians decide how to live?’


‘What would Jesus do?’


This examines how Jesus was a teacher, as well as a healer.  It explores how the Christians use the teachings of Jesus and his words as a ‘foundation for living’. 





In Computing, we’ll be:


Using PCs and IPads in our daily work, for research and reference.


Proving how we can use the internet safely when researching.


Looking at new ways to research for homework and schoolwork.


Using PowerPoint for slideshows and presentations.


Building on our basic keyboard and word processing skills to produce polished and edited documents.


Continuing work on our coding skills.





In Art and DT, we will learn about and use Mayan arts and textiles as our starting point to create: 


our own sun god paintings; 


a 3-d collage picture of a Mayan mask; 


a representation of a stonework Mayan glyph; and


develop our weaving skills from Year 4.








In Geography, we’ll be:


Looking at the countries of South America.


Using maps and plans to identify Ancient Maya settlements and ask why the Mayas settled there.


Taking an in-depth look at Rivers and how they are formed.

















In Art, we’ll:





Design and create a collage of either a hot or cold country. 


Explore the works of Spanish painters Pablo Picasso and Joan Miro. We will compare their work and will use their work to portray Spain. 


Create sand sculptures.
