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In Music and Drama, we will be putting the final touches to our Lower Key Stage Two production: Dragon Days and performing it in early May. This term we will also be learning to play the J-sax.




















In Science, we are learning about electricity. Through detailed observation and role play we will be able to describe the flow of electricity round a circuit and give reasons why some circuits do not work. We will then learn to control our circuits with switches. We will test materials and classify them as electrical conductors or insulators. We will then apply this knowledge when making our own switches and electrical quiz. boards. Throughout this module they will learn the safe use of electrical components and the dangers of mains electricity.








In History and Geography, we’ll be learning about some of the significant events in Bedford’s history which shaped it and its surrounding areas into the place we live today. These will include:


the burial of Anglo-Saxon King Offa in Bedford


the siege of the castle


the imprisonment of John Bunyan


the impact of the Victorians


the contribution of the Stewartby brickworks to the cultural diversity of Bedford


We will also be developing our map skills and looking at how land-use has changed over time.
