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In Music and Drama, we will be continuing to learn to play the J Sax culminating in a Play Day at Kings House in Bedford which will include a concert. 




















In Science, In this module we will build on our understanding of hearing, develop vocabulary for describing sounds and identify different sound sources. We will learn that sounds are made by something vibrating and that these vibrations travel through a medium to the ear so that we hear them. We will also learn that sounds get fainter as the distance from the sound source increases. We will explore ways to change the pitch and volume of sounds.








In History we will be learning about significant events and people from Tudor times and ways in which they impacted our lives today. These will include:


the Battle of Bosworth


Henry VIII and his wives


the dissolution of the monasteries


the Mary Rose


Queen Mary- the first English queen
