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In Science, we are learning about Light.  This unit focuses on:


Recognising that light appears to travel in straight lines.


Using the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain that objects are seen because they give out light or reflect light into the eye.


Explaining that we see things because light travels from light sources to our eyes or from light sources to objects and then to our eyes.


Using the idea that light travels in a straight line to explain why shadows have the same shape as the objects that cast them.





In Music, we will be following the Music for Bedford Borough approved Charanga Music.  We will study Classroom Jazz unit 2 building from their work covered in year 5. We will focus our learning around “Bacharach Anorak” by Ian Gray.  


  


We will be playing instruments, improvising and composing during this unit.

Building our understanding of loops and nested loops.


Coding using conditionals


Learning about binary code


Digital citizenship: thinking critically about user information

Studying the distribution of natural resources including


water


food


energy


minerals


Using world maps to locate where the natural resources are found.
