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SUMMER ACTIVITY SUGGESTIONS
1. Show people how to wash their hands properly: Create a poster, a song, a dance or a short video to demonstrate how to wash your hands in order to get rid of all the germs. 

2. Have fun practising the spellings of Year 1 common exception words: Think of rhymes to help you remember them, write them in sand or flour or use pasta to write them. You could always give a member of your family a spelling test! 
3. Get quick at counting in 2s, 5s and 10s in fun ways! What things in your home are grouped in 2s, 5s or 10s? 

4. Find out facts about your favourite animal: Where does it live? How it is adapted to live where it does? What does it eat? How can you show these facts in a really interesting way? 
5. Write your name down the left hand side of a page and think of some adjectives (describing words) you could use to describe yourself:   

Mothering
Reliable
Sensible but sometimes silly!
Mischievous!!

6.  Signs of Summer: Show me how you know that it is Summer. What has changed? Which aspects of Summer do you like / dislike? 
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Create the perfect picnic: Draw the items of your picnic, make them with playdough or write a list of everything you would take to make the ultimate picnic. Remember to make your picnic healthy!
8. Observational drawings / painting Look at the flowers in your garden or the fruit in your fruit basket. Can you draw or paint them so that they look real? Can you show the texture of the fruit’s skin or the patterns you can see? Can you mix your paints to make the correct colours? 
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Look at your face: Use a mirror or take some photos so that you can see yourself. Really look at the colour of your eyes and your hair. Change your expression and see what happens to the shape of your eyes and your mouth.

Challenge yourself: At the beginning of the holiday, think of a new skill that you would really like to master (Riding a bike without stabilisers, skateboarding, skating, handwriting- Mummies and Daddies can help to decide this!!!) Try really hard to do this by the end of the Summer holidays. Maybe you could keep a diary of words, photos or both to describe how you are getting on.  
12. Complete some challenges from the Summer Reading Bingo.
